Linda Dellandre Supply list for making pastels

Prior to class - separate pastel bits into little plastic containers with lids you can get at the dollar store. Or bring them separated into sections of a case you can get at Walmart in fishing section or Michaels in jewelry making section. (but you must still bring the little containers purchased at the dollar store, dollar tree, etc. 
Clean and separate into color families. Must have a good amount of the bits be soft pastels in group. Too many bits of hard nupastels or very cheap kids pastels will not work. Further group the bits into dark and light, cool and warm of color group. 
Plastic container with lid with cornmeal for cleaning bits. Also, bring an empty container as well.

Mortar and pestle - can get at any kitchen supply store - about $5. Also at World Market. See picture.

Small dish (like custard dish) see picture

Gravy strainer very fine net- see picture - it would be optimal for your strainer to fit over your glass dish exactly as pictured. In other words, do not have the strainer be larger than the dessert dish.  The ruler in the picture is just to show you approximate sizes. 
Plastic cups with lids sold at dollar store

Long square or metal palette knife - use coupon at Michaels this is a must!!!!

Acrylic sheet approx 16 x 20 to do mixing on. Or regular glass. 11x14 should be big enough. 
Paper towels, dry cloth and container (plastic food container is fine) we will put soapy water into for cleaning supplies between colors. Must have your own. 
Several pairs of gloves  !!!! - dollarstore kind

Face Mask!!!!

Please bring 2 empty jars - olive or pickle size.

Rack or tray or screen that sits up off surface at least an half an inch. Dehydrator trays work well, but a screened tray with a lipped edge used for organizing desks or utensils works very well. Also grilling trays with holes in them you can buy at dollar store as a last resort. Or even wire racks for cooling cake pans. (but bring box it fits into for taking them home without rolling off tray.) 
Paper towels

Cloth rag

Few pieces of watercolor paper - must have 
1/3 measuring cup

1/2 tsp measuring teaspoon

I will be providing binder mix but I will show you how the proportions work. I just want to be sure we have the correct ingredients.

All above materials are important for successful pastel making.
