Pastel Supply list, Coastel Plein Air Workshop 

with Jeanne Rosier Smith 

Pastels:  Since we’ll be painting outside they should be organized and easy to find. I like a variety with some harder thinner sticks (Richeson or Nupastels) and mostly softer pastels (Terry Ludwig, Girault, Diane Townsend, Schminke, Sennelier (half sticks), Unison, Mount Vision

NOTE:  I have a signature Seascape Set of Terry Ludwig pastels, which I will be shipping ahead to the workshop.  They will be available at the workshop for $128,  20% off the retail price of $160. Please email me 4 weeks in advance to be guaranteed your reserved box.  I will ship a few extras but need a good idea of how many to order. Thanks. You can view the set on my website 

store at jeannerosiersmith.com.

Paper: Please bring white or light sanded paper for this workshop as we will be underpainting.  

I recommend UArt  320 or 400, Pastel premier or another sanded paper in white or cream. I recommend using a paper you are familiar with, if possible.  Do NOT use Sennelier La Carte.  It does not take wet media well.

Plan on:  1-2 paintings per day, sizes: 9 x 12-16 x 20, your preference.  

Mounting your paper works best for underpainting techniques, but is not absolutely necessary.  You can buy sanded paper premounted.

Other Supplies: 

-Easel—bring your plein air set up—we will be painting on the beach one or two days.

I use a Heilman box and 18” easel attachment, with a Benro small photographer’s tripod.

-paper towels and baby wipes for clean up 

-tape

-An old, 1/2” to 1” flat or large round watercolor brush

-small sketch pad (I prefer toned paper) and black and white charcoal pencil for thumbnail sketches

-viewfinder: I like this one from Dick Blick: https://www.dickblick.com/items/04995-1000/

-isopropyl rubbing alcohol & small plastic cup for underpainting. 

-Glassine paper for covering pastels in progress

-Comfort items:  hat/visor, sunscreen, bug spray, water bottle

-a folding, portable chair, for watching demos and comfort while painting

-an ipad or photo references in case we have a studio day
