SUPPLY LIST

Paper - 1 sheet of 140 lb. cold press watercolor paper (Arches brand is good).

1 sheet is approximately 22” x 30”. Divide this in half. We will be using 1 of the halves that will measure 22” x 15”. Share this with a friend to save money. Can be purchased at Hobby Lobby or any art supply store.

Brushes - A “1 1/2 “ to “2 1/2” inch wide brush for background washes. I

like using the “Hake” brushes but any soft wide brush will do. I also use cheap brushes from the paint department at Walmart.

Watercolors - A small, basic set of “tube” watercolors or whatever tube watercolors you have on hand. Preferred colors are Quinacrdone Gold, Prussian Blue or Ultramarine Blue and Reddish Purple but anything similar will be fine.

Mixing tray & water bowl

Pastels - A basic medium size set of soft pastels like “Rembrandt” brand.

I use Rembrandt because they are a harder pastel and this is perfect for what we’ll be doing in our class. We will not be using the very soft pastels like Sennelier or Terry Ludwig so don’t bring those.

Kneaded eraser

Wide Masking tape (2”) Spray Water Bottle

Paper towels or an old cup towel - Something to wipe your hands with.

Hair Dryer - for drying your under painting.

Stapler and Staples - We will use this to staple our watercolor paper to the board.

I will provide Gator board to use for our painting board and newspaper.

**Please transfer or sketch lightly your paint-along image to the correct side of your water- color paper prior to class. The correct side resembles an orange peel and is slightly smoother than the back side. The paper name is also embossed on the front side.
